Michaelôs bio-

graphical notes are below, but the 

only real information you need to 

know is that he is Jeff & Dot 

Bostockôs son-in-law.  This is sure to 

be a great evening.  

 

Dr. Michael 

Herts, a Jew-

ish believer 

in Jesus, was 

raised on 

Long Island, 

New York. He 

faithfully at-

tended a 

Conservative 

Jewish synagogue and became a Bar 

Mitzvah at age 13. In 10th grade he 

was first exposed to the good news of 

Messiah in an understandable way. 

After two years of searching, he came 

to believe Jesus is the Jewish Mes-

siah. 

 

 From that moment his whole life 

changed. His family was very hurt 

and some were very angry about his 

decision.  Contrary to what his 

grandmother thought he did not be-

come a Gentile, but instead gained a 

deeper appreciation of what it meant 

to really be a Jew. To worship and 

serve the God of Israel, and accept 

His Messiah, His plan of Atonement 

and reconciliation suddenly made 

sense. 

 

As Dr. Herts grew in his faith, he 

came to understand the importance of 

being a testimony to God's faithful-

ness to His people by maintaining his 

Jewish identity, showing that he can 

be Jewish and believe in Jesus. Over 

the years his heart became even more 

burdened with reaching Jewish peo-

ple with the good news of Messiah.  

 

Over the years he has served in lead-

ership positions in various congrega-

tional settings. In 2005 he formed a 

team to plant B'nai Avraham Messi-

anic Fellowship in Hampton, Vir-

ginia.  In 2009 he received his ordi-

nation. In July 2010 he accepted the 

invitation to serve God as a mission-

ary with Chosen People Ministries. 

 

He is the husband of a retired United 

States Air Force Colonel and a prac-

ticing physician. He is also the proud 

father of three wonderful children 

who each love the Lord.

St Paul in his letter to the church in 

Ephesus is remembering a people 

well known and well loved and is 

praying for them:  

 ñI kneel before the Father, 

from whom his whole family in 

heaven and on earth derives its 

name.  I pray that out of His glori-

ous riches He might strengthen you 

with power through His spirit, in 

your inner being, so that Christ 

may dwell in your hearts through 

faith.  And I pray that you, being 

rooted and established in love, may 

have the power, together with all 

the saints, to grasp how wide and 

long and high and deep is the love 

of Christ, and know this love that 

surpasses knowledge ï that you 

may be filled to the measure of all 

the fullness of God.ò   Ephesians 

3:14-19 
 

This is the message: Through faith 

in Christ Jesus all humanity can 

approach God with freedom and 

confidence.   

 

How then is this message pre-

sented to the world?  St Paul says 

that this happens through the 

church!  ï US.  The Ephesian 

Church, as well as we here at  

Church of Our Saviour, are the pre-

ferred delivery device for the mes-

sage of Godôs love for the world. 

 

What then kept the Ephesians 

(and perhaps ourselves as well) 

from being more effective in this 

regard?  St Paul prayed that Godôs 

Holy Spirit, the instrument of His 

power, would come, strengthen the 

faith of Christ in their inner beings, 

and cause them to know the height, 

the depth, the breadth and the 

length of Godôs love for them.   

 

The Vision of Our Saviour ï The 

Up ï In ï Out ï Further Out  

I hope this all sounds a bit like 

height, depth, breadth and length.  

It is of course the same vision; that 

through the power of the Holy 

Spirit and the love of God rooted in 

our innermost being we should live 

in ï and offer out ï that freedom 

and confidence that God wants all 

of His children to receive.  This 

yearôs Annual Report gives testi-

mony to the degree which that 

prayer has taken root in our hearts.   

  

There is a danger, however, for any 

church that defines itself in terms 

of its activity.  We need now to 

look to some structures which will 

enable us to continue to develop 

and serve.  We need to improve our 

Pastoral Care, increase the depth of 

relationship between ourselves, 

God and each other, train leader-

ship more effectively and 

strengthen our small group minis-

try.  We need to work on the con-

temporary worship in our 10:30 

service and find ways to repair and 

renew aspects of our aging physical 

plant.  We have achieved a degree 

of breadth of engagement; we now 

need to increase the depth. 

 

For this reason I have retuned some 

of our staff positions.  Nora Clark 

served us wonderfully for two 

years as our Volunteer Coordinator 

and was so successful that she ef-

fectively did herself out of a job.  

We have replaced 

Noraôs position 

with that of Disci-

pleship Develop-

ment Coordinator 

and asked Nena 

Jackson to serve 

in that capacity.  

Nena will be 

helping us create 

new small groups 

and train leaders, design teaching 

courses and continue to support 

some of the church ministries fa-

cilitating our regular services. 

 

Helen Wheeler has been appointed 

our permanent Music Director.  In 

addition to looking after our 9:00 

worship and choir, Helen and Tom 

will also be helping develop our 

Pastoral Care and provide counsel-

ing in a range of areas.  I continue 

to look for a permanent worship 

leader for the 10:30 service.  This 

remains an area of difficulty and I 

ask for your prayers that the vi-

brancy of this service might be re-

stored. 

 

With Kimberley Johnstonôs depar-

ture at the end of April, Denise Un-

derwood remains as the sole staff 

administrator with a work load that
